Details of the first ascents of the following routes are not known:
Woden’s Groove, Angelus, Face Route, The Urn, Tommy’s Crack,
Fiddle About, Pinball Wizard, Unforeseen Danger, I'm Free, Amazing
Journey, Miracle Cure and The Garrotte.
